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(Newscast theme song plays in a cool way as newscast starts.)
ANNOUNCER:
And here’s Mmmmmaryyyyyy Smith!
MARY SMITH:
(Camera is inside of a news studio.) 
Good afternoon, and welcome to the BGCA news studio of Naples, Italy. I’m Mary Smith, today is Wednesday, January 31, 2007 and this is the news show that tells you what all is happening in and around the BGCA here in Naples. At the Fit Forum on base is Luke Johnson and he’s going to tell you all about the sports that have been going on around here in Naples.
LUKE JOHNSON:

(Camera cuts to the inside of a gym. Boys and girls practicing basketball in the background. You can hear shouts, balls dribbling, and whistles blowing.)

Thanks Mary. Here at the Fit Forum things are heating up with basketball practices just beginning for this year and there is something that is causing excitement and anticipation to both parents and participants in this year’s Youth Sports Basketball League. This year, for the first time in recent memory, there is going to be an all girls basketball team in the Junior League. Not all of the girls in the league are on this team, because some girls have chosen to play on teams with boys, so there are about two to three girls on each ‘mixed’ team. There are seven basketball teams in the Juniors League, including the all-girls team. The teams practice Mondays-Wednesdays and Tuesdays-Thursdays. If you go to any games this season, you may want to remember the kids you see here, because some kids are so remarkable that you might be seeing them in ten years on T.V. playing in college or with the pros.
And speaking of remarkable things, have you ever wondered just how many kids will fit into a Smart Car? Well, if you have, the BGCA here is going to answer that question. And here to cover that story is Emily Richardson at the rent-a-car center here in Naples.
EMILY RICHARDSON:
(Camera cuts to parking lot. A two person Smart Car [a ForTwo] is in the background, with about 20 kids standing around it.)
 Thanks Luke. Now ask yourself, have you ever really wanted to know just how many people will fit into one of those little-bitty Smart Cars? Well, we’re going to answer this question, right now, at the “Stuff a Smart Car Contest” sponsored by the Naples MWR. And we are going to start riiiiiight………..now! There goes the first one! And the second one! The third one! Fourth one! (Kids continue cramming into the car until there is no more room left. You can hear occasional shouts such as ‘That’s my head’ and ‘Watch your foot!’ Emily starts laughing.) Wow! I never thought that fifteen kids would fit! There’s even some kids in the trunk! Now let’s get everyone out of there, before anyone gets hurt. (Everyone starts getting out, or rather falling out. After everyone gets out they start laughing.) Hey everyone, was that fun?!
ALL THE KIDS:
Yeah! That was FUN!!!

EMILY RICHARDSON:
(Still laughing) Well, that was pretty fun! Now here’s Mary, and she’s going to tell you about our last story of the day.
MARY SMITH:

Thanks Emily. Our last story of the day is from Carney Park, where MWR is sponsoring a contest. The contest is simple; all you have to do to win is set a record. Here’s George Robins with the story.
GEORGE ROBINS: 

(A girl is jumping rope in the background and a boy is standing beside her, appearing to be muttering something. There are many other kids behind them doing various activities.) 
Thanks Mary. As Mary said, I’m at Carney Park, reporting on the contest that is going on here. Two of the participants in this contest are twelve year old Sara Goodman and her brother Fred who are trying to do the most jump rope jumps in a row. The record is 572, and Sara is trying to get at least 575. Her brother Fred is here to be morale support as well as the official counter of her jumps. Let’s go talk to him. (George turns to the boy) Hey Fred! What’s the count up to now?
FRED GOODMAN:

(Appears to be mumbling to himself, but gets louder after George talks to him.) 566, 567, 568, 569, 570, (Starts shouting the numbers out in a very happy voice) 571! 572!! 573!!! 574!!!! 575!!!!! 576!!!!!! 577!!!!!!! (Sara trips and falls down on the grass. She gets up and high-fives her brother.)
SARA GOODMAN: 

(A little winded. Has to take a breath every couple of words) This ….. ROCKS!!!
GEORGE ROBINS:

So Sara, just how long have you been jumping?

SARA GOODMAN:

(Still a little winded) Well,…. I think ….. it took….. a little ….. over…..four hours.

GEORGE ROBINS:

How did you prepare for this?

FRED GOODMAN: 
Well, about a month ago when we heard about this contest we decided to go for this record. Sara did 100 jumps each day for the first week, 200 the second week, 300 the third week, and 400 last week. It was really hard for her, but she did it! Yes!!!
GEORGE ROBINS:

(Turning to Sara and Fred)Well, we’ll leave you to celebrating. (Turning to the camera) Over to you Mary.
MARY SMITH:

(Camera cuts to the inside of the studio, like in the beginning of the show.) 
And that wraps up today’s newscast. Tomorrow we will be covering the four square tournament at the Youth Center, the foosball tournament at the Teen Center, and the pool tournament at the Teen Center. This is Mary Smith….
LUKE JOHNSON:

(Camera cuts to Luke Johnson) 
This is Luke Johnson….

EMILY RICHARDSON:

(Camera cuts to Emily Richardson) 
This is Emily Richardson….

GEORGE ROBINS:

(Camera cuts to George Robins) 
And this is George Robins….

ALL NEWSCASTERS:

(T.V. screen is divided into four equal parts, each reporter in a square) 
....signing off from the BGCA newsroom here in Naples. Good evening.
